Increased the school's annual investment income from $3,500 in 1977 to over $65,000 in 1982. Organized and directed a two-county special education cooperative. Conducted all labor negotiations for the school. Introduced and developed a program of pre-employment testing to assure that only qualified personnel were hired. Recommended and achieved the dismissal of three teachers who were either not willing or not able to adequately perform their duties. The school won every court case filed by the union with respect to these dismissals. Developed and implemented a teacher evaluation policy which sought to emphasize staff development through (1) recognition and (2) assisted correction of shortcomings rather than censure. Conceived and implemented a drug abuse policy.

My students placed first in the state 5 out of 6 years in the National German Contest and as a result were awarded free trips to Germany. My students invariably received advanced placement when they moved on to college; they enjoyed their language studies and always worked at least as hard for me as they did for any other of their teachers; I refused to be the teacher who would let them slide by only to regret the waste of time in later years.
