I have done a lot of translation in the field of oil and gas development, in particular for The Exxon Sakhalin Projects (Sakhalin-1 and Sakhalin-2), The Caspian Pipeline Consortium, The Oil Refinery Complex in Angarsk, The Exxon Pechora Basin Project, etc. 

I do court interpreting, escort interpreting and conference interpreting (simultaneous and consecutive) and frequently work for local lawyers, doctors and insurance companies. I also interpret for scientific seminars and international conferences.

I provide complete desktop publishing and typesetting from simple business cards to complex users manuals, which sometimes include hundreds of graphs and figures.
