Ltd at Shell Reprographics, Shell Centre, London using their PCs and Macintoshes producing documentation in Russian – both text and graphics – letters, brochures, overheads, 35 mm slides, various product data sheets, colour publications etc. Because of a drive to reduce the number of staff at Shell, I was asked to become their outside supplier for foreign-language typesetting which in fact coincided with my decision to buy a Macintosh myself.


1993-2001
I occasionally worked for Shell International producing slides in foreign languages, mainly Russian, Spanish and French, in Powerpoint on PC which again involved transferring text from Word into Powerpoint (and sometimes Excel) and formatting over the English text. I have now been using Microsoft Office programs for many years and have had experience in formatting in those programs in many languages. I also occasionally work as a proofreader in Czech.



I have been involved with foreign-language typesetting mainly in QuarkXpress on Mac concentrating on East European languages i.e. Russian, Ukrainian, Kazakh, Czech, Slovak, Polish, Hungarian, Romanian, Croatian, Slovenian, Serbian, Macedonian, beside formatting documents in West European languages, mostly French, Spanish and Dutch. This work involves transferring translated text from PC onto Mac and dropping in and formatting the foreign text according to English styles. I also use Adobe Illustrator (up to version 8) to produce outlined text and process graphic files with foreign text.



My present computer system comprises a G4 Macintosh with Virtual PC software, an HP Laser Jet 4M Postscript printer, a Canon BCJ-2100 colour ink jet printer, an HP ScanJet 3C scanner, a Zip drive, a Jaz drive, a 3.5” floppy drive, Internet connection.
